Regarding grant of recognition certificate to schools under rule (4).

In connection with your application dated 03/07/2025 and subsequent correspondence
with the school/inspection of the school, I, Bhaskar Patil, Education Officer (District), Zilla Parishad
Ahilyanagar, am granting temporary recognition to the school Urja Gurukul Kedgaon Devi Ahilyanagar for
classes 1 to 8 for a period of three years from 01/04/2025 to 31/03/2028.

1) The recognition period will not be extended and there will be no obligation to grant recognition or
affiliation after 8th standard under any circumstances.

2) The school complies with the provisions of the Children's Right to Free and Compulsory Education Act,
2009 (Annexure One) and the Maharashtra Children's Right to Free and Compulsory Education Rules,
2011 (Annexure Two),

3) The school shall admit children from the weaker sections and deprived groups in the vicinity up to a
minimum of 25 percent of the student strength in the first class and shall provide them with free and
compulsory education till the completion of primary education, provided further that in the case of pre-
primary classes, the Dekhol standard shall be complied with.

4) The school shall be provided with a separate bank account for the purpose of receiving reimbursement
under section 12 (2) of the Act for the children referred to in paragraph 3.

5) No competition fee will be charged and no child will be forced to submit to his/her parents or guardians
for any screening process.

6) No child shall be subjected to any form of torture or other punishment on the grounds of religion, caste,
creed, place of birth or any of these grounds without proof of age.

Admission to the school will not be denied.

7) (One) No child admitted to school shall be kept in the same class in which he is enrolled.

No child shall be expelled from school until he/she has completed primary education.

(Two) No child shall be subjected to physical punishment or mental harassment.

(Three) No child shall be required to pass any board examination until he/she has.completed primary
education.

(four) Every child who has completed primary education shall be given a certificate as prescribed under
rule 23.

(Five) Students with disabilities/special needs will be included as per the provisions of the Act.

(Six) Teachers holding the minimum qualification prescribed under section 23 (1) of the Act shall have to
acquire such minimum qualification within a period of 5 years. £

(Seven) The teacher shall perform his/her duties as specified in section 24 (1) of the Act.

8) The school will follow the curriculum prepared on the basis of the syllabus prescribed by the applopnate
authority.

9) The school shall admit students in accordance with the facilities available in the school as prescribed in
Section 19 of the Act. 10) The school shall comply with the standards and norms specified in Section 19 of
the Act. The facilities available at the time of the last inspection were as follows :

elsewhere,

12) The school building or other structure shall be used only for the purpose of education and development

of skills.

13) The Schools and Societies Registration Act, 1860 (21 of 1860) and the Bombay Public Trusts Act, 1950
etc. The registered organization is being operated.

14) The school is not run for the benefit of any group of individuals or association of individuals or any

other person or for any profit.

15) The accounts of the school should be audited and certified by a chartered accountant and proper

accounts should be prepared as per the rules. A copy of each account should be sent to the m

Education Officer every year. 16) Recognition code given to your school
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17) The school shall submit such reports and information as the Director of Education/District Education
Officer may request from time to time or shall comply with such instructions as the Government or local
authority may give to ensure the continuous fulfillment of the conditions of recognition of the school or to
rectify any deficiencies in the functioning of the school. '
18) Ensure that the organization's registration, if any, has been renewed.

19) Other hundred percent have been added as per annexure (three).

20) If there are any pending cases regarding the registration of the Hon'ble Charity Commissioner of the
society, change of office bearer report (change report renewal, audit etc.). the said report should be
completed and an updated copy of the appendix received from the Hon'ble Charity Commissioner should
be preserved in the school file.

21) In case of any dispute within the institution, the matter shall be referred to the officer in Appendix 1 as
finalised by the Hon'ble Charity Commissioner, Ahmednagar or to the administrator appointed by the
Hon'ble Charity Commissioner over the school of the said institution.

22) It is the responsibility of both the institution and the school to comply with the decisions, circulars,
orders and procedures issued by the government from time to time.will remain binding.

23) It is mandatory for a school on self-financed basis to comply with all the provisions of the Maharashtra
Self-Financed Schools (Establishment and Regulations) Act, 2012 (of 2013).

24) The government has given permission to start a school in Kedgaon Devi Ahilyanagar for medium
medium in the name of Urja Gurukul. No change can be made in the medium and location in the future. If
the institution or the school makes any change in it, the said approval will be automatically cancelled. Also,
the said school will be considered unauthorized from the date of this change. 25) The responsibility of
obtaining the UDIS number for the said school from the competent authority will remain with the
concerned institution. However, the responsibility of including the information of every student admitted to
the school in the simple system, updating it, linking Aadhaar, submitting the UDIS form to the concerned
officer within the prescribed time limit and in the prescribed format, taking all necessary action undel the
Advanced Educational Maharashtra etc. will remain with the school.
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
